Heavy rains across Central America have 
caused rivers to overf ow their banks, 
f ooding cities, destroying highways and 
bridges, and steep hillsides have collapsed 
in mudslides. More than 500,000 people 
have been driven from their homes.

Timing of this disaster could not have 
been worse—coming right before harvest. 
With the catastrophic loss of so much 
of the crop, food shortages will occur in 
the coming weeks and months. Severe 
shortages of seed for next year’s planting 
are expected as well.

ELCA Disaster Response stands ready 
to respond in affected areas with our 
companion churches in the region. We 
are already at work—providing shelter, 
clean water and food for people displaced
by the f oods.
